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Important Notes for Participants 

 

Consistent and punctual attendance is mandatory. Attendance will be taken at 

rehearsals. Students who miss a large number of rehearsals may be asked to sit 

out of concerts.   

 

All students in the GYMC Orchestra Program must be receiving private lessons 

with a qualified music teacher. 

 

Students are expected to practice their music during the week and to be well-

prepared for rehearsals.  It is also expected that students take their music to 

private lessons for assistance from private teachers.  Students are responsible to 

print off and organize their music;  as appropriate or as instructed by the 

conductor.
